COEXIST project partners and Stakeholder Committee will meet in Ancona (Italy) from the 6th to 9th March 2012. It is conceived that an open dialogue session will be used to launch the three day meeting, where the COEXIST partnership would present the first results of the Project to the stakeholder committee and will gather input from them. The following days will focus on the analysis of the project preliminary results and discussions on incorporating the feedback received from the stakeholder committee.
COEXIST (www.coexistproject.eu) is an EU Seventh Framework Programme (FP7) multidisciplinary project which will evaluate competing activities and interactions in European coastal areas. The goal is to provide a roadmap to better integration, sustainability and synergies across the diverse activities now taking place in the European coastal zone. In COEXIST, geographically diverse case studies are considered, representing the conditions and combinations of activities in European coastal areas.
This project is now in its second phase of development. At this stage all the case study areas have been analysed, and the main conflicts and synergies among the activities that are carried out in their coastal zones have been identified. In order to achieve the main goal of the project, close cooperation with the relevant stakeholders in the case study areas is required.  To ensure constant input from the stakeholders, several governmental institutions and aquaculture industries of the Iberian Peninsula were invited to participate in the 3rd COEXIST Project meeting held in Lisbon in June 2011. The stakeholders had the opportunity to increase their understanding of the project and to make the COEXIST partnership aware of the main problems they are facing as a result of running their activities in their coastal zones.

Also, a Stakeholder Committee has been created within the project. The purpose of the COEXIST Stakeholder Committee is to follow the results of the COEXIST project and to advise on what is really needed by the stakeholders in each of their sectors.
